Welcome to CHINESE 201, which like CHINESE 200, is designed to develop the communicative use of the language in the four skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing while expanding your grasp of grammar and vocabulary through exposure to various topics of interest in contemporary Chinese society. In addition to the weekly reading texts, you will also be trained in making oral presentations and writing simple researched essays. 
In Chinese 200 you were introduced to word processing on the computer. The reason for doing this was two-fold. First, by the end of Chinese 101 you would have already gained enough knowledge of basic character components (including the common radicals) and structure to be self-reliant when encountering new characters in the future. At this point, then, you were ready to look at writing in terms of expression of ideas and composition style rather than in terms of the number of strokes and stroke order. Since writing an essay in either one’s own native language or in a foreign language takes time and multiple drafts before getting it “right”, using a computer to do this in Chinese is much faster and much more efficient than writing out everything in each draft by hand. Additionally, for those of you planning on working in China in the future, your work-related Chinese writing will almost certainly be typed, not written by hand.
Having said this, we are aware that some of you prefer to learn how to write by hand. No one is stopping you from doing this outside the classroom on your own time. In fact, this is the only effective way to learn how to write by hand. For those of you who would prefer to do some of your writing by hand in this course, for the weekly homework you are given you will have the option of either typing it on the computer or writing it by hand. Typed homework is submitted online through Canvas while hand-written homework is submitted in person in class.
To encourage you to come to class every day fully prepared to take an active role in what is happening there, 10% of the internal assessment will be based on ‘class participation’.  Half of this 10% will be based on your daily attendance, and half will be based on each teacher’s evaluation of your daily performance over the course of the entire semester.

Tutorials:

Points for tutorial attendance are not a free gift to everyone and need to be earned. The scale to be used, based on the total number of absences over the duration of the semester, is as follows:

Please note that if you are more than five minutes late to a tutorial (i.e. you arrive later than ten minutes after the hour) without a documented reason, you will not be counted as being present that day.

The material to be covered in the Wednesday and Thursday tutorials in the computer lab will be opened each time at 11am (two hours before the start of the first stream of the day) and will be closed at 4:30 (half an hour after the end of the second/final stream). You are strongly encouraged to preview the day’s material before you come to class so that you can raise questions about it about it in the tutorial if you have any.

Class Performance:

Your mark for class performance will be based on the end-of-semester evaluation of each of your two instructors. Both instructors will independently give a mark for each student on a 0-5 scale, the sum of those two marks will then be divided by two, yielding the average mark, which will be the value entered as your coursework mark for this criteria.
Assignments:

You will have a total of two assignments, which will take the form of multi-week projects and will follow a set sequence of actions. First you will carry out background research on the project by reading about the topic in question, either in English or Chinese. Later you will survey people about the topic. Finally, you will create a written essay of approximately XX characters based on your reading and surveys. The weighting for each of these steps is shown in the Assessment section below and the due dates and deadline times for submission of your work for each of these steps are shown in the Class Schedule section that follows that.
Homework:

Homework, while optional, is highly recommended, as it provides more opportunities for you to reinforce your learning. Also, although it does not constitute a formal part of your coursework marks, regular submission does play a critical factor in determining whether a student sitting at the very cusp of a grade boundary at the end of the semester after all assessment marks have been calculated ends up being bumped up or not. Last semester three students benefited from regularly submitting homework assignments and regularly attending and actively participating in tutorials.

Electronic Dictionaries (stand alone or cell phone accessed):

Electronic dictionaries allow users to access and pass on to teachers Chinese translations that the users themselves need not learn how to say, use or waste a single instant thinking about. This is a major obstacle to learning the language, and because of this, electronic dictionaries may not be used in class. If you decide to take one out and turn it on, then your teacher will ask you to turn it off and put it away.
