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Course Outline

This course provides Tongan language learning for students who have been taught some basic skills in understanding, listening to, speaking and writing Tongan either in TON 101, or through previous background. Students will study the following themes for their content and for grammatical points: the origin of Tongan people according to Tongan legends; the origin of Tongan people according to scientific research; prehistory of Tongans before European contact; and the stratification of the Tongan language arising from the stratification of the Tongan society. Students will also learn some examples of archaic and obsolete words, new Tongan words, spelling conventions, and selected topics in Tongan grammar.

This course provides Tongan language learning for students who have been taught some basic skills in understanding, listening to, speaking and writing Tongan.  Learners in this class would either have passed TONGAN 101: Tongan Language 1 or would already have acquired some degree of fluency in the language.
Students who are already fluent in Tongan and did not have to do the stage 1 course (TON 101: Tongan Language 1) are welcome in this course. Such students have set readings that they must complete.  Students who come to this course after having passed TON 101 would first revise the Tongan language they learned in stage 1 before they do some set readings that are less challenging than those for fluent students.  Fluent students will learn more Tongan grammar and more spelling and writing conventions than less fluent students.     

The course will be taught sometimes in Tongan and sometimes in English.  Most of the readings will be in Canvas and sometimes given out as handouts.  
The content of the course is thematic.  The readings are selected according to the themes. Readings are used to teach content (e.g. history and oral traditions) and to study grammatical points. The following are the themes to be studied in the course:   
Themes (Ngaahi Kaveinga)
1. The origin of Tongan people according to Tongan legends (Tupu‘anga ‘o e kakai Tongá ‘i he lau ‘a e talatupu‘á)
The origin of Tongan people according to scientific research (Tupu‘anga ‘o e kakai Tongá ‘i he lau ‘a e fakatotolo fakasaianisí)
2. Pre-history of Tongans before European contact (Hisitōlia ‘o e kakai Tongá ‘i ono‘aho te‘eki tū‘uta e kau papālangí ‘i Tongá). 

3. Stratification of the Tongan language (Fakatu‘utu‘unga e lea faka-Tongá) arising from the stratification of the Tongan society (tupu mei he fakatu‘utu‘unga ‘a e sosaieti Tongá)
4. Some archaic and obsolete words, and some new Tongan words.  (Ngaahi lea motu‘a mo e ngaahi lea mole mo e ngaahi lea fo‘ou)
5. Writing Tongan using the official spelling system (Ko e tohi ‘o e lea faka-Tongá mo e ngāue‘aki ‘o e ngaahi faka‘ilongaleá) – use of fakau‘a (glottal stop), toloi (long vowels, macron), vauele tu‘ulōua (double vowels), fakamamafa pau (definitive accent), fakamamafa lea fiepipiki (enclitics accent), and vahevahe lea (word division rules) 
6. Aspects of Tongan grammar (Ngaahi tōpiki ‘i he kalama ‘o e lea Faka-Tongá).  Choose from the following list:

Konisonānite - consonants
Vauele - vowels
Tu‘unga fakakalama - Parts of speech
Mu‘anauna – Articles

Faka‘ilonga lahi – signs of number

Fehokotakingalea – conjunctions

Lea faka‘ikai – negatives

Veape – verbs

Lea laukoloa – possessives

Nauna – nouns

Takinauna – prepositions

Fetonginauna – pronouns

Mui‘ilea – Suffixes

Mua‘ilea – prefixes

Leapeluua – reduplications

Fakamamafa pau – definitive accent

· little evidence of reading, active participation in class or individual study.

Highly unsatisfactory work showing:

· extremely weak grasp of both content and expression; 

· very poor levels of oral language performance and aural comprehension;
· very poor level of written expression;

· very limited vocabulary and numerous grammatical errors; 

· no recognition or understanding of culturally significant texts;
· no evidence of reading, active participation in class or individual study.  
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
